Creating the Review site, and Scope Document 

Due Date: 3/27  

Note: You must work as a team. Delegate the responsibility. You will not be able to get all of this done unless you each take a task.

1. Create a review site 
You and your team need to collaborate in creating a hyperlinked web page in the review directory on the Cruzio server. Name your directory something logical that will represent your project. Your directory must have an index page, contain global and secondary navigation, have a link to the parent directory (one level up into the review directory) and contain the following information:

Roles and responsibilities of team members

Contact info of all team members and client contact information

The project mission (not particularly the organization mission)

Site Objectives

Site architecture

Schematics

Design reviews

Project schedule

Link to staging site (we will discuss linking to the staging sites next week)

Some of these may not be applicable until we get to it, but you must plan out the navigation to accommodate these items. Your client will use this site to track the team’s progress and to refer to the documentation.

2. Create a Scope Document 
This will serve as an agreement between the team and the client, and create awareness of the scope of the project. It should a place where the client can sign off on the project. You may modify a template (scope document found on the website, or in the CD attached to the book) or make up your own wording. It should include as much information about the project, it’s mission, it’s requirements, and it’s objectives and key elements as you can. 

NOTE: Do not put wording in your proposal that you do not understand. This should be written in common English, and be clear to both you and the client.
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
